CENTER CITY DEANERY:
The Center City Deanery consists of the Pastors and two representatives from each of the seven parishes that are located within the geographic boundaries of Center City Columbus …. Saint Joseph Cathedral, Saint Patrick, Saint Dominic, Community of the Holy Rosary/Saint John, Holy Cross, Saints Augustine and Gabriel and Saint Thomas. The group meets monthly and its main objectives are to 1) determine the needs and assets of each of its sister parishes and determine how the needs can be minimized through combined efforts and 2) begin utilizing, for the benefit of the Deanery’s group of parishes, the wealth of input that has already been accumulated through the Bishop’s Self-Study Program. This chain of information began with parishioner’s input at our day-long Self-Study meeting in the Summer, continued with reports submitted by our Parish Leadership Team and went on to include ideas submitted to the Diocese by the Deanery itself. The Cathedral’s Rector, Father Michael Gribble, is the Dean of this Council. Our parish’s Deanery Representatives are Carol Engler (614/885-3943) and Michael Elton (614/405-7770).
