Introduction of Guests: 
· Michael Elton informed the council that there were no guests at this meeting.
Approval of Minutes:
· Michael Elton asked the council to refer to the September 29, 2009 Meeting Minutes for any changes or additions.
· Michael made a motion to approve of the meeting minutes from September 29.
· Michael Chow made the motion and David Garick seconded the motion. Motion was unanimously approved.
Rector’s Report:
· Father Gribble stated that during the season of Advent, Bishop Campbell will lead 10:30 am Mass. 
· Father Gribble announced that we are still moving forward with the Parish PSR program. Father Gribble said that they are working very hard to put together PSR program.

· Father Gribble reminded the council of the season of Advent approaching and that we will have a different advent wreath this year with the help of Terri Scott and Paul Thornock.

· Father Gribble announced that things are moving along well with the Finance Committee and Mark Farnham as the head of that committee.

· Father Gribble said that an announcement from another Cathedral was accidentally placed in our bulletin, He will place a correction even though the announcement … regarding Stewardship … could have applied to us..

· Father Gribble announced the formation of a Spiritual Life Committee (Director of Spiritual Life to be named will be Renee Morkassel). Father Gribble said that Renee is very excited about this new opportunity presented to her by Father Gribble.

Deacon’s Report:

Michael Elton said that since the Deacons will both be unable to attend, their report will be postponed.

Old Business:
· Michael Elton asked the council to refer to their handouts for the Action Item List.
· David Garick/New Pew Cards – David provided the council with the prototype of the pew cards.

· David wanted the pew cards to be eye catching without the use of colored ink.

· Various suggestions for changes (typos, additions) were made by Members.
· Father Gribble said that we are in the process of revising the bulletin, as well as the photo of the cathedral on the bulletin. Father Gribble shared the he will make sure that David gets a new revised photo of the cathedral.
· Michael Elton asked for a PDF file of the artwork for Terri Scott when all points are finalized.
· It was agreed that “Learn more about becoming a Catholic” …..  Should be added to the cards for the benefit of  those wanting’ to join RCIA
· David will oversee proofreading, use of new picture and re-wording RCIA entry before final approval. 
· Michael Elton addressed each committee asking that they become active in recruiting new members.

· Laura Farnham said that she has had only one call for interest to working with the Hospitality Committee. Laura questioned the council on the use of this committee.

· Michael Berry explained that the Hospitality Committee was a part of the council. Mike offered to convert the Hospitality Committee into a standing committee status within the Parish council.

· David Garick said that we should be having committee dinners, as part of being active in parish life. We need a Hospitality Committee. David questioned what can we do to get more people socially involved in the Cathedral? 
· Marilyn Tomasi said that this committee has to be more than just volunteers serving coffee.

· Father Gribble said that there should be at least 4 events to draw parishioners into the cathedral (for example: new member breakfast or brunch).
· Father Gribble addressed a combined program for Jimmy Hatfield and Deacon Tom Johnston’s 25th anniversary.

· Nancy Thornock questioned the cleaning the cathedral was the work of a hospitality committee or the deacon’s committee.

· Marilyn Tomasi questioned whether each committee should have a mission statement for recruiting purposes.
· Michael Elton said the bulletin announcements are not a cure-all for all parishioners to find out what is going on in the Cathedral.

· Father Gribble said that he will mention to parishioners to read their bulletins more often.

· David Garick said that we must get all parishioners email addresses.

· Matt Harper said that an email distribution list will be easy to collate.

· Michael Chow mentioned that we could use Facebook to communicate to parishioners.

· Father Gribble will keep the Lectio Divina in the bulletin. This is the only adult education that we are current providing at the cathedral.

· Father Gribble said that cathedral committee clean-up and mission committee work is still being done.

· Corey Schaal/Red Cross Blood Drive - We have asked the American Red Cross about a blood drive at the cathedral on December 13.
· Michael Elton/All-Saints Day - This activity is completed. Relics will be displayed.

· Father Gribble/Money Counters – Don Leonard agreed to help. Mark Farnham said that we need one more person to participate.

· Father Gribble said that we need to assemble other committees to complete the work that needs to be done at the cathedral, such as: Spiritual Life Committee, Adoration and Ad Hoc Committees. Stewardship Committee – suggested a gardening group and other small projects group.

· Michael Berry suggested that a suggestion to purchase a parish gift for Jimmy Hatfield needs to be resolved 
· Barb Garick purchased a get well card for the council to sign for Linh.
· Corey Schaal questioned the location of the collections for Jimmy. Father Gribble said that their may be an envelope in the back of the church for a Jimmy Hatfield collection.
· Michael Elton addressed Council regarding the Gala – it is the number one fundraiser of the year. We see the Gala as an institution and an excellent vehicle for public relations and fellowship. The Athletic Club will be the venue. We must embrace the purpose … Education. Michael was pleased that Father Gribble has chosen Education as the beneficiary the annual Gala. We have short term and long term problems in our society, but education is an excellent beneficiary for a long-term solution. The church’s approach is to send money to educate those who cannot afford to educate themselves. Laura Farnham does a wonderful job in handling the money for the Gala. Laura has to go out to large donors and ask for funds. However, we, the parish leaders MUST show our support for the Gala … financially. Financial contributions as well as attending the Gala will be welcome. Earmarked financial donations to “Pastoral Council Fund” are our goal is to obtain a sponsorship role, which shows community support. You can sell tickets for the Gala, or raise money for the Gala fund.

· Barb Garick asked about the financial support levels.

· Laura Farnham has been working on this event since February 2009. February 13, 2010 is the date for the event this year. The Columbus Jazz Orchestra will be performing and Ann Pizzuti is helping Laura for this event.

· Black Tie optional this year with a food stations will be throughout the gala. Bishop Griffin is our honoree.

· Sponsorship levels start at the $500 level. A new addition will be a private reception with Bishop Griffin for larger donors.

· Target audience is 200 people this year. Auction items to donate would be great to have … The front pew at the holiday Mass is offered.

· Matt Harper asked about his company’s sponsorship level and if it will be credited towards his contribute.

· Father Gribble agreed … we MUST have 100% participation among Council Members.

· Marilyn Tomasi suggested a special fund for those members who cannot afford to buy their own tickets to the Gala.
