Introduction of Guests:
-
Michael Elton introduced our guest Dustin Grovemiller with the St. Joseph Cathedral Choir.
-
Dustin informed the council of the upcoming choir series for the 2009-2010 year. Dustin also requested that we

help the choir solicit volunteers for the choir concerts events.

-
Father Mike said that the minutes and bulletin should mention volunteers are needed.

-
Dustin indicated Music Department would prefer that volunteers for concerts be recommended and be 
parishioners. 
-
Laura mentioned the Gala committee would be happy to help the choir in the collection of money. Laura said that

she would speak with Felicia (Cathedral exhibit planner) to organize the art exhibits openings at the same time as

the concerts in order to solicit more attendance.

· Laura Farnham said that we have raised about 10% which is about $1,000 from the art exhibits.
· Barb Garick suggested that we play the choir CD’s during the art exhibits.
· Dustin said administrative work needs to be done but no specific initiatives have been communicated.

· Michael Elton inquired about an order form for the CD’s so that we can give them out during our Cathedral tour guides. 

· Dustin mentioned that he may have an order form for the CD’s but he will check to make sure that we do.

· Father Gribble thanked Dustin for his participation during our council meeting.
Approval of Minutes:

· Michael Elton asked if there were any changes to be made from the last meeting’s minutes on 7/28/09.
· David Owens wanted to adopt an alternative contact list (including cell phone numbers) for council members.
· Policy was adopted that calls made to Michael Elton’s cell phone (614/486-7031) up until time for a meeting to end could make the difference between an excused and an unexcused meeting.

· Marilyn Tomasi wanted to know about follow-up will be implemented from the June and July meetings.

· Michael Elton said that he will create and send-out an Action List each month based upon the things that are to be done by Members between meetings and that Members will be asked at the next meeting for an update on each.

· Michael made a motion to approve the meeting minutes from July 28.

· Corey Schaal made the motion and David Owens seconded the motion. Motion was approved

· Mike Elton and April Griffith Taylor will make the changes and April will forward the minutes to Michael Chow so that he can put them on the Cathedral website.
Rector’s Report:
· Father Gribble wanted to thank the council for the input on the mass changes.

· Father Gribble said that the Bishop has the change draft document in his hands and he is reviewing it, but it will be the 7:15 12:05 and 5:15 (Weds. Only)  and he would like it to start in October.

· Father Gribble says that we just don’t have the priests to support these additional Masses and that paying retired priest mileage and fee for performing the masses can present more financial strains.
· Father Gribble reported that he is still working on security for the Cathedral. He said that he is trying to find the best ways to control the Cathedral. Vandalism and other incidences have prohibited the opening of the church at all times. Keeping people safe is a priority.

· Father Gribble plans to install cameras in the church.

· Father Gribble hates locking up the cathedral but we have to do this in order to keep it safe.
· Father Gribble mentioned two men who have been chosen to develop PSA program. A parishioner and teacher from Ashland University and Mike Murphy are both very committed to help.

· Father Gribble shared that he has sent 42 letters to parents of children from the ages of 6-12, surveying them about their preferences for a PSA program.
· Corey Schaal wanted to clarify about securing the Cathedral doors from 1:30 – 5:15 pm on Sundays.

· JP Pacis said that he and Mike Berry has been hosting the tour guide and locking the church after the tours.

· Michael Elton asked about locking the doors during the tours on Sunday.

· JP said that locking the doors during that Sunday time from 1:30 – 5:15 pm could limit the amount of walk-in’s we receive for tours of the Cathedral.
· Father Gribble mentioned that Mike Berry has been hired on a PT bases to help out at the church.

· Father Gribble said that some committee’s have more volunteers than other committee’s.

· Father Gribble wanted to make mention in the Cathedral bulletin a request for volunteers.

· Michael Elton said that he will wait for committee leaders to contact him about help with recruiting committee members.

· Laura Farnham said that other parishioners wanted to have a cookie and punch committee. 
· Mike Berry started the cookies and punch committee six years ago, but it has been recently disbanded due to lack of committee member help.
· Corey Schaal and Dustin Grovemiller mentioned that the choir optioned not hosts this type of the committee due to survey feedback.

· Mike Berry and Laura will work on that sub-committee for cookies and punch for other occasions.

· Father Gribble he would like get the congregation ready during the month of September for the mass changes.

· Corey Schaal said that we need to change the marquee out front. 

· Father Gribble suggested a new amendment to not have a Senior Citizen’s Group but a Spiritual Life Committee that could provide education of some sort would be more beneficial for the entire congregation.

· Mike Berry motioned to adopt the new Amendment.

· Laura Farnham seconded the motion. Motion was approved 15 votes/in favor – 0 votes/against - to adopt Amendment # 2090825-1 become part of the Saint Joseph Cathedral Pastoral Council Constitution.
Committee/Organizations Reports:

· Michael Elton asked about any expansions o comments to the monthly reports that had been attached to the meeting agenda by committee/organization heads.

· Michael asked that everyone look carefully at the IT Committee Report. Some of the committee/organization pages that are currently there need updating. Some of the newer committees/organizations need pages to be created. All heads of these committee/organizations have been asked to prepare a website presentation and web page and discuss it with Michael Chow.

· Mike Berry gave a picnic update indicating that the games are ready. Food purchase is next.

· Marilyn Tomasi is handling the boxes to accept the can goods. And asked about the status of our request for a 5% rebate from our purchases at the Shamrock Club.

Dustin Grovemiller said that the choir would not be helping out with the adoration, but suggested that the new Spiritual Life Committee can take on this project.

It was decided that Adoration/Benediction would not be re-instated until we are assured of proper participation.

Deacon Thom Johnston mentioned that lector workbooks are here and will be on the table.

Corey Schaal asked about the Stewardship Committee progress.

Father Gribble said the Parish Council, Finance Council then the Stewardship Committee were his priorities, first and then he will work on the Spiritual Life Committee.

Michael asked the council to look at the last item on page 3 of 5 “We must create a new Leadership Structure a Parish Council, Finance Council and Stewardship Council with a priority to create the Cathedral’s “Mission Statement”.

Michael asked for a leader for a group to write the Cathedral’s Mission Statement. Marilyn Tomasi will head up the group with help from Laura Farnham and David Owens. Michael Elton also drafted was Father Gribble.

Michael provided some examples of other mission statements.
Mike said that the Cathedral Mission Statement should be done in three weeks so samples can be sent out to Members before next month’s meeting for their review before adoption.

Marilyn asked Father Gribble if we are to just limit it a mission statement and or a vision statement.

Father Gribble requested that the committee complete both.

Marilyn Tomasi believes that our urban parish gives us the opportunity to provide leadership to the city of Columbus. We have some visibility and urban area discussions at St. Joseph Cathedral.

-
David Garick said that we are the visual image of the Catholic Church in Columbus.

-
Father Gribble said that we use to ring the bell when there was a capital punishment in Ohio. We are the beacon for liturgy and social justice.
-
Deacon Tom Johnston is aware of preparing interfaith couples for marriage. This is our involvement for the non-catholic community. Deacon Tom says that he tries to make it a rich spiritual experience for all.

Marilyn Tomasi said that we need to evangelize the gospel to all. Marilyn said that the Columbus Dispatch needs to have a spiritual commentary needs to be made by Father Gribble.

David Owens said that so many people love to come to the Cathedral for the service as well as the hospitality.

Michael Elton said that the Deanery Council will be meeting again next month. Our plans will be shared among the Diocese.

Laura Farrnham inquired if we had anyone was responsible for marketing for the church.
