Approval of Minutes:


· Michael Elton asked the council to refer to the March 16, 2010 Meeting Minutes for any changes or additions.
· No additions/changes were recommended

· Corey Schaal made the motion and Michael Berry seconded the motion to approve the minutes. Motion was unanimously approved by Council.

Rector’s Report:

· Father Michael Gribble announced that JP Pacis would be leaving the council and working more within the church. Father Gribble thanked him for his service with the Pastoral Council.

· Father Gribble proposed that we extend the Pastoral Council Officers term until the end of their terms as Members of the Council. 

· Michael Elton said that the constitution allowed for this to be done without an amendment.

· Marilyn Tomasi moved to keep the Pastoral Council Officers in place for the additional two years. Matt seconded the motion. Motion unanimously approved.

Deacons’ Report:

· Deacon Tom Johnston has spoken with David Owens about ministry support. David has emailed people who expressed an interest in the ministry by indicating this on their parish registration forms. A training schedule will be submitted for new LM’s when it is determined how many would be interested. Deacon Tom said that we need a lot of help with a computer program for the LM schedule.

· Father Gribble said that we have some people available to help with that task.

· Michael Elton said that there is a program that handles this task on the ParishSoft program currently being used by the rectory staff.

· Michael Elton personally thanked JP Pacis on behalf of the Council for all of his help during the past year.

· Michael asked that we look at the last page of the constitution to check and see if we have the last page signed copy. Matt Harper said that he did not have the last page insert.

· Michael Elton /IT Committee received a letter from Mary Beth Murkland. Michael read the letter and it was extremely complimentary of the website.

· Michael Elton /Progress report on registry. In reviewing the feedback, 20% of the people expressed an interest in working as a liturgical team and other committee work around the Cathedral.

Old Business:

· Michael Elton /Cathedral security progress. We will continue to keep this as an agenda item as we are continuing to work to maintain a secure premise for the Cathedral. Matt Harper is working on getting the right drill bits to mount the cameras.

· Jim Desmond has asked for a representative from all committees and membership groups to attend the RCIA meeting on May 12 at 6:30 pm. The purpose is to make all new members of the parish aware of what groups we have for them to get involved with. Jim asked all participants to limit their comments to 5 minutes. · Michael Elton mentioned the telephone campaign for the re-registration campaign will be chaired by Terri Scott. Volunteers will be needed.

· Michael mentioned that agenda action items 10-13 are standing items and will always be on our agenda and open for discussion.

· Nancy Thornock/Did You Know? Facts are sparsely coming in to her. We may have to begin assigning Members to bring in items each month.
· Laura Farnham/ Gala 2010. Thanked everyone who participated and donated time and funds. Raised around $19,000 from this event. Laura reported that over 200 people attended this year’s event. Michael Chow has pictures available online.
· Michael Elton asked if we were having the event at the same location next year. Laura said that she and the co-chair, Ann Pizzutti, have agreed to host the event at the same locale next year. Laura would like to see more attendance next year.

· Marilyn Tomasi asked if we could reach out to the Catholic Schools for help with the Gala. Marilyn said that Chinc Quaid is the primary contact for the Catholic Schools. Marilyn also mentioned that a professional live auctioneer would be a good idea. Raising ticket prices is also a thought.

· Laura stated that Father Michael Gribble will be 2011 honoree for the Gala.

· Marilyn Tomasi asked about the outcome of the Gala private reception with the Bishop this year. Laura said that the Pizzutti’s were the primary donors who qualified for the reception this year.

· Laura spoke with Felicia Krakowka about leading the picnic committee. Laura said that Felicia mentioned that we have had picnics in the past at Blendon or Sharon Woods and they are possible locations for this year’s event.
· Laura and Felicia discussed the possibility of another parish event implemented at the Cathedral. Maybe a Spaghetti dinner at Tony’s Restaurant. This could be considered an early winter event.
· Jim Desmond said that he needed help after the Easter Vigil for the RCIA’s receptionfrom in the undercroft. Laura said that we need to have this as an agenda item for next month’s Strategic Question. Michael Elton said that we will put this question.
· Mark Farmham suggested that the pancake breakfast should be considered as a parish event. Members were in agreement.
· Marilyn Tomasi heads the Mission Statement, Vision Statement and Core Values Committee. Marilyn handed out a document containing the first draft of the Core Values for St. Joseph Cathedral.

· Donna Sims asked a question about abortion language omitted in the Core Values. Father Gribble mentioned that the values as a whole are inclusive of a respect of human life.

· Corey Schaal asked how we would use the Core Values statement. Marilyn said that the Core Values need to be our Pastoral Council “internal compass”. Marilyn asked that the council to pray over these Core Values and make any additional comments to Laura Farnham, Michael Elton or Marilyn Tomasi via email.
· Michael Elton said that we send out highlights to absent council members, so we will include Marilyn’s attachment to the highlights.
· Renee Morkassel/Spiritual Life Committee. The Catholic museum tour has been re-scheduled and will now be held on May 19th at 6:30 pm with the RCIA team. Council retreat on June 6 at the St. Therese from 2:00 – 6:00 pm. Renee will send out reminder emails for this event. The retreat agenda will be presented by the Retreat Master, Father David Sizemore, and will include small group breakouts and discussions.

· Father also Gribble said that the police officers are required to work 3 hour shifts at the Cathedral so they are here in plenty of time to handle situations well before and after each mass.

· Marilyn Tomasi asks that the Pastoral Council please visit the undercroft on May 2 between 9:00 am to 5:00 pm and attend the “Share A Fair” event. Catholic and secular organizations will be represented.
· Also on May 23, 3:00 pm there will be an open house for the new Catholic Foundation. All are invited.
