Approval of Minutes:


· Michael Elton asked the council to refer to the April 27, 2010 Meeting Minutes for any changes or additions.
· Mike Berry made the motion to approve the minutes as written and Michael Chow seconded the motion. Motion was unanimously approved by Council.

Rector’s Report:

· Father Michael Gribble’s original plans of moving along in terms of establishing the new Pastoral Council, appointing a new Finance Committee and now the establishment of the new Stewardship Committee. We are on target.
· Father Gribble announced that Bishop Griffin’s 50th Anniversary is approaching and he has concerns that the Chancery did not request RSVP’s. Bishop Griffin was here fro 27 year and with no RSVP, it will be difficult to estimate the number of attendees.
· Father Gribble said that he also has concerns about security.

· Father Gribble announced that Felecia Krakowki will be joining the council as Council Member at Large filling the currently empty seat. She will not be seated, however, until the fall. Felecia and her husband have both also been invited to sit on the Stewardship Committee.

· Father Gribble will not be out of the rectory next week due to his sister’s surgery.

· Father Gribble will like to move up the beautification (Garden Club) committee assignment soon and asked for a list of the names of the volunteers for that group.

Deacons’ Report:

· Deacon Tom Johnston reported that the Liturgical Calendar is keeping him busy. Deacon Tom said that 20 new members were published in the bulletin and he would like to recruit new volunteers for the ministry.

· Deacon Tom Johnston announced that on the June 12 and 13 the deacons will be preaching.
Announcements:

· Michael Elton has reviewed the volunteer lists from the backs of the Parish Registration Forms that have been submitted. These volunteer lists will be shared with the committee chairs. We are going to the second phase of the parish registering process, which involves calling volunteers. Is anyone interested in making calls to volunteers?
· David Owens asked what time the calls will be made and what will be said during those telephone calls. Michael Elton said that all volunteers will be given strict guidelines on what to say over the telephone to parishioners.

· Father Gribble said that volunteers will be given a list of parishioners to call at home during their convenience.

· Barb Garrick suggested that will solicit volunteer callers through the bulletin.

· Jim Schnuug suggested a second mailing to parishioners and Jim also asked what Michael would consider a successful call.
· Michael Elton said that would be a good suggestion on a second mailing and it was decided without a vote that two (2) bulletin announcements would be placed to remind parishioners that they are asked to  submit a new a new Registration form if they have not already done so. And a second mailing would be made to those who have not yet responded before telephone calling will begin.
· The Council gave Father Michael Gribble a gift in honor of his 29 years of service to the Cathedral.
Old Business:






· Michael Elton asked the council to look at the Action Items listed in the handouts.

· Michael Elton /Cathedral security progress. We will continue to keep this as an agenda item as we are continuing to work to maintain a secure premise for the Cathedral. The two men working on this action item were not in attendance. The head usher will carry the walkie-talkie at all Masses.
· Michael said that the RCIA presentation by all committee/membership group leaders on May 12th went as planned.
· Michael Chow mentioned that Parish Soft is now working. Don did a wonderful job of re-formatting the Parish Registration Form and adding it to www.saintjosephcathedral.org so that parishioners can submit their registrations online.
· Michael Elton announced that everyone should submit a name for liturgical ministers to David Owens and Deacon Tom Johnston.

· Michael Elton announced that Don Leonard is working on a computer program to help Deacon Tom Johnston with compilation of the liturgical ministry schedule.

· Don Leonard said that Parish Soft can be used as a backup to Deacon Tom’s database.

· Michael Elton reminded everyone to send a Did You Know …? ideas to Nancy Thornock soon. Facts are sparsely coming in to her and we may run out if everyone doesn’t get more ideas in. 

· Michael Elton asked all council members to take pictures of all committee events and send them to the Web Master to be posted on our website.

· Don Leonard said that a new RCIA member can do layout and design for our projects.

· Deacon Tom Johnston would like to offer a bit of caution about flash photography at Cathedral events.

· Jim Shuug said that the First Communion would need to have a professional photographer at this event as parents will want to have pictures of the Mass.

· Marilyn Tomasi handed out her second draft of the Core Values for St. Joseph Cathedral. They included minor changes that had been suggested, as asked during the month.
· The Cathedral Music Core Value had been completely re-written by the Music Department and all agreed that it was beautifully done.

· Donna Sims suggested a total re-write of the Social Justice Value. She had a page of notes that were taken from one of the Bishop’s speeches that she wanted to see incorporated into the Core Value.
· Marilyn said that she will integrate some of Donna’s suggestion into this section if it were appropriate..

New Business

· Michael Elton said that Felecia Krakowka was unable to attend the meeting but she will be in charge of the Parish Picnic, we shall table discussion of that subject until she is available to lead it.
· Laura Farnham said that we need to organize and budget more for Cathedral events. Laura said that we are short on funds for these events. Laura said that Mary Kay will lead the events committee during Jimmy Hatfield’s ordination event.

· Donna Sims offered to help Mary Kay during this event.

· Father Gribble said that we need new front steps to the Cathedral and the cost is $150,000. Father Gribble said that he wants to be very careful about soliciting funds from parishioners.
· Michael Elton asked the council if there are any events that Laura should be aware of so that she could plan appropriately.

· Laura Farnham mentioned that the art exhibits are always funded with food which comes out the pockets of the members.

· Michael Berry wanted to address the council about a drinking fountain. Michael researched drinking fountain. About $500 would be required for a new drinking fountain or a used fountain would be available for $200 – 300.

· David Garrick suggested a bottled water fountain.

· Michael Berry suggested that the fountain be placed downstairs near the bathrooms. This is a proposal and the next steps to the project will be investigated.
· Jim Schnug addressed the council about first communion and submitted a report for the council to review. The communion date will be on Sunday, June 13th. There will be 8 children who will participate. And there will be NO reception after the mass … the reason being that in situations like this, families are always anxious to leave the church so they can have their own social events.
Strategic Question:
· Michael Elton said that we will skip the Strategic Question this month since it is about the parish picnic. It will be discussed when the PicnicCairman can meet with us.
